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1.1 Why Crunches and Sit Ups do NOT
Get You Six Pack Abs

Doing countless crunches and sit ups are by far the most common exercise mistake for anyone
who wants to slim down their midsection. Tteught is that doing hundreds of crunches and

sit ups will work the abs so hard that the fat covering them will disappear. If this were true, you
would see people walking around with toned and defined alx$ @ soft and flabby body
everywhere else.

Here's something to think about: we're always focusing on the abyduever noticd that the
people who have the best abs also have a great body everywhere €lie?s by desigmot by
coincidence The dea that doing lots of crunches is going to get you six pack abs is a myth that is
known as "spot reduction"Fat burning is not a local phenomenon. When you do bicep curls
your biceps do not pull fat from your arm for energy, so why would crunches edatecat

around your waistline®ore on that soon.

If you want to see your abs then know this:

It all comes down to the basics of losing body fat, which is calories in vs. calrie

In order to lose body fat you need to create a caloric deficit, which means that your body is
burning more calories than is itaking in. Youttiet constitues how many calories you are
taking inandyour level of physical activiig what constitutes how many calories you burn off
(in addition to your restingnetabolisn).

Thebiggestproblem with crunches and sit ups are that they do not give you a vgriblang for
your bucK with regard to caloric expenditureYou can spend 15 minutes doing crunches and
get your abs working very hard, byu will only burra smallnumber of calories. This is not
enough to have a large impact on losing body fat.
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Asimple way to understand this is to think abdhe difference workload betweetotal body
exerciseandcrunches

Here is arexampleto get you started

If you do an intense total body circuit (ex. squats, pushups, mountain climbers) fo
minutes and compare that to 15 minutes of crunches, which do you think will burn
overall calories?

The answer is thiotal body exercisebecatse you are working monmuscleswhich in urn
makes yolburn morecalories. The moreatories you burn the more fatou will loseon your
entire body, thus exposing your abs to the worldhis is why total body training is so effective
for losing body fat. It gives you a big "bang for your buck" becausargoable to get so much
work done in aelatively short amount of time.

Doing hundreds of crunches and sit ups siraplynot a very efficient way to spend your time
exercising. Your goal with exercising to lose body fat is to burn a lot of calon@toeboost
your metabolism.

Despite this overwhelming evidene¢he general consensus is that doioiginches and sit ups
will help you lose belly fatlt is very commorio hearquestions such as "I am doing lots of
crunches but my waistline is notij@g any smaller, what am | doing wrong?"

It is not that crunches are absolutely "wrong"; it is just that they are one of the least efficient
ways b burn calories. Trying taseonly crunches as your primary meandiarn significant
calories is likerying to lower your body fat by doing bicep curls, calf raises, or tricep extessi
All of these exercisdsurn a small amont of calories, becausthey are working small muscle
groups.

Getting six pack abs is simply a matter of having a low Baidyercentage. Lowering your body
fat comes from creating a caloric deficit that forces your body to use stored fat as energy.
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Even though crunches are not the best way to lose belly fat, you will find in the next section that
training your abdominalaccording to their true function can help yget tighter abs faster

Once you have stripped off all the fat THEN crunches are the best way to sharpen, define, and
create a head turning-8ack, right??

Keep reading and you'll see why.

Total body
training burns more calories than crunches and sit ups, and it is a much more eff
and efficient way of training to get the most benefit in the least amount of time
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1.2 Losing Fat vs. Losing Weight

You often hear people use the term "weight losft"is so common that is seems to be on the
cover of just about every health and fithess magazine out there.

But what exactly is weight loss?

The term "weight losslis slightly misleading Themost commonway to quantify losing weight is
to look at the numbers on the scale. It is easy to think that you have successfulét [btte
numbers on the scaldecrease.

Likewise, it is easy to think that you have gaifegdf the numbers on the scale go up. While
this is true in the simplest sengéis not entirely accurateRemember your total body weight is
a combination of your muscle mass, water weight, bone mass, and everything else that your
body is made up of.

The number on the scale is the sum total of several different aspects that make up your
bodyweight. This is whyhe term 'weight lossis misleading.The question i the number on

the scale decreases then how do you know if you have lost body d#&yweight, or muscle
mass? The truth is that since our bodies are primarily made of water, the number on the scale
fluctuates greatly due to our levels of hydration.

Point to Remember: From now on you want to focus anddsody fat, not just losing weight

Sometimes your body retains water if you have a meal that is very high in sodiuroaiy took
at the scale the next day and see that you are 3 Ibs heavier, but that weight gain is based on
excess water retained as a result of that meal and not 3lbs of pure body fat.

Likewise, sometimes peop¥eho start strength trainingor several wekswill feeltheir pants
fitting more looslybut the weight on the scalstays the same or maybe evgoesup 2 or 3 Ibs.
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This is not purely theesult of gaining body fat from exercise. It is a result of ymaly
composition changing

Body fat is B0 known as adipose tissue. It is yduody's way of storing excessergy that can

be used as fuel when needetf.you don't already have visible "six pack abs", it is because you
have a layer of body fat on covering them. The truth is that everyasedbefined abdominal
muscles, but not everyone can see them. The most important aspect of this is to shift your
thinking from "losing weight" to "changing your body composition”. Changing your body
composition means increasing your lean muscle massgedsirg your body fat levels, and
staying properly hydrated.

Thiswhole concept relatepack to abdominal training because it is relevant to the myth of "spot
reduction”.

What is "Spot Reduction?

Spot reduction is the idea that working certain muscles will make the fat covering them disappear. The o
example for this topic is the idea that doing lots of crunches will help ysritle fat over your belly. Other
examples would be doing the inner/outer thigh machine to try to lose fat around the hips or doing tricep
exercises to lose the fat covering the triceps.

So, is spot reduction accurate or is it another one of those niythishave been perpetuated for a long time?
you are leaning towards the idea that it is a myth then congratulations, you are correct.

But the real question is why doesn't spot reduction work?

If you do 1000 crunches in a row, why would it not be agioto help you lose a few inches around your mid
section?

While the exact number calories one will burn from doing crunches will differ from person to personitis s
say the overall message is "not enough” (as we discussed earlier). If an edeess®t help you to burn
significant calories then it is not going to be very conducive to losing body fat.

Spot reduction is simply a myth that goes along with the "more is better" mentality. Many people think the
more crunches | do the more fatill lose". As you know by now, that is certainly not the case. To lose bo
you have to focus ordoing exercises that give you the most "bang for your buck" and having a nutrition ple
that primes your body to use stored body fat as energy.
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1.3 Body Fat Percentage and Six Pack
Abs

Now that we have talked a lot about thvital importance of losing enough body fat to see
abdominal definition, you might be wondering what kind of body fat percentage you should be
shooting for in order to see your abs.

As you know, the only thing that is preventing you from seeing yosiright now is the fact

that there is a layer of fat between your abs and your skin. If you lose enough of that fat then
you will stat to seemore definitionin your abs But at the same timeyou want tolose the fat
andmaintain or slightly increasgour lean muscle mass.

6-Pack Abs Body Faercentages for Men and Women:
For men, anything under 10% body fat will starshow abdominal definition.
For women, around 147% body fawill startto show abdominal definition.

Increasing your lean muscle mass does not mean training and looking like a bodybuilder. It
simply means using resistance training to stimulate youscies tagrow so that you will burn
more calories and develop a lean athletic gadf you look at the magazine models you will see
that they all have aolt of definition in all ovetheir body. They did not just do cardio and
abdominalworkouts to achieve thisThey trainedheir entire body with resistance training

while simultaneaisly shedding enough body fat to let their abdominal definition come through.

This is the real key to getting six pack abs.

Once you make losing body fat and adding lean muscle mass your number one priority, you will
be on the right track. Eat the rigfdods, do the right type of workouts, and you will see your
abs like you never have before!
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Chapter 2:The True Function of the
Abdominals and Why Crunches Are
Not the Answer

Do youwant to know how to sharpen and define youP@ck abs as fast as pimss?

Train them like they were meant to be trained.

Here is an example to exgih what we mean Imagine a play in an NFL game where a wide
receiver catches a 20 yard pass a split second before being hiddfeaseman. The
defenseman smashes intbe wide receiverby driving his shodker pads right into the receiver's
chest. The hit iso hardthat it could be enough to makd¢ wide receiver bend his baekout
90 degree the wrong wafghis "bending the back the wrong way" is also known as
"hyperexension™). This type of hihappens all the time in football games across the couyntry
yet we never see anyone actually snap in half backwards.

Sowhat actually prevents the wide receiver frale massive hyperextension of his back when
this happens?

The answer: Having strong abdominals.

Strong abdominal muscles have the ability to contract with a lot of fofElis abilityis what
prevents the wide receiver from bending 90 degrees backwaadfurther illustrate this lets
examine whathe abdominaimuscles actually look like.
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The Rectus Abdominus is sciersgeak for your éack.

The abs look quite different than any ofdtother muscles in your body because tlzag

segmented into several portions. They are not just one contisunuscle like the biceps.

When the abs contract they can flex your torso forward (like with a crunch), but that is not what
the abs are actually designed to do.

Here is another example. If you are standing and you want to pick something up off timelgrou
do you bend downward at the hips or do you keep yopststraight and "crunch downwald
with yourabs?

If you just do a crunch (and do not bend at the hips) you are only going to be able to reach
downward a few inches. But if you bend downwardted hips you are able to reach all the way
to the ground.

Right?
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To summarize what the abs DONT do:

If you are goingo bend down and pick something up you are going to use the hip
muscles and bend at the waist. There is very little "crunching” needed from the a
do this motion.

This example requires the abs to function according to what they were naturally
designel to do.

But like we talked about before, the abs do have a strong functigmewenting your lower
back from hyperextending

If your abs are contractetthen you cannot benthackwards withyour lower back.

Try this right nowlf you are sittingat a desk reading this, drayour belly buttoninwards and
contract yourabs really hard. Then try bending backwards at the lower.bHglou are really
contracting your abghen you cannot benddckwards without slightly relaxing thefhis is the
true function of the abdominal muscles.

But so often we try doing lots of crunches to work the abdominal muscles. When performed
correctly crunches can help to strengthen the contractile force ofathdominals, but they are
still workingthe opposite of their true function.
